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the Highest Truth, wherein man traverses the mundane
and enters the Supramundane Plane of Consciousness.

After great mentors have acquired knowledge
intellectually from myths and the divine tradition, they have
to work out their own problems and come to the realization
of the Highest Truth on their own. Even the Lord Buddha
— he had to undergo the process of self-enlightenment
through the highest levels of ethics and meditative
attainment before he was ready to teach.

Every great mentor teaches by his life. His life is
a model. In this research, he is an archetype or an exemplar
of Truth, set by and sent from the Highest Tradition from
infinitum.

It is found that another indispensable quality of a
good mentor/ teacher is his marvels. He must have some
kind of psychic powers, an ability of mind-reading, and a
superb insight in the presentation of Dhamma through his
use of language. All in all he must have exceptional integrity.

Every great teacher usually has interpersonal
relationships with divine entities from different planes of
existence. This is evident in the Greek polytheistic tradition
and in both the Buddhistic and Hinduistic traditions. Every
great teacher is an indispensable guide through man’s
spiritual journey. It is he who can establish a link between

man’s spirit and the divine, and ultimately the Highest Truth.
